For those of you unfamiliar to Hoys Meadow it is
a peaceful location, accessed by going through
the old railway tunnel at the bottom of Watson
Street, with picnic tables and bench seating at

the edge of the river Bann. Work on this project is
ongoing and it is hoped that council will continue
to engage with the Links to upgrade this small,
serene space.

With the upsurge in burglaries and
attempted break-ins in Portadown
we highly recommend you contacting the
PSNI if you see anything suspicious. In
an emergency such as a break-in taking
place phone 999 and to report suspicious
persons or activity call the non-emergen-
cy number 101 and ask for the Lurgan
station.

One of the most common fears people have
is that someone will break into their home and
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no-one wants to come face-to-face with an
intruder.

There is no correct course of action to deal
with an intruder in your home but you are
advised to keep calm and do not take any
unnecessary risks, if you can reach a phone
dial 999 immediately.

If you think someone is outside do not
go and investigate. Keep yourself safe,
keep the doors locked and call the police
immediately on 999

Before you go out, go into each room
in the house and make sure all the
windows are tightly shut and locked. A
burglar may be less likely to enter your
home if a window needs to be smashed.
Check all doors leading into your home
are secure and locked.

If you have a garage, put your car inside
if you are not using it

Recent improvements in car security
mean that the easiest way for a thief to
steal a car is to break into your house
and steal the keys for it, therefore keep
your car keys in a safe place away from
the view of the window

Ensure your main garage door is shut
and locked.

Close your curtains or blinds at night so
no-one can see into your home

Never advertise valuables that you have
in your home or when your home will be
vacant on social media such
